Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. InColorado Revised Statutes, 25-4-1602, add (14)
(m) asfollows:

25-4-1602. Definitions. Asusedinthispart 16, unlessthe context
otherwise requires.

(14) "Retail food establishment" means a retail operation that
stores, prepares, or packages food for human consumption or serves or
otherwise providesfood for human consumptionto consumersdirectly or
indirectly through a delivery service, whether such food is consumed on
or off the premises or whether there is a charge for such food. "Retail
food establishment” does not mean:

(m A HOME KITCHEN IN WHICH A PERSON PRODUCES
NONPOTENTIALLY HAZARDOUS FOOD FOR SALE DIRECTLY TO CONSUMERS
FOR CONSUMPTION OFF PREMISES.

SECTION 2. In Colorado Revised Statutes, add section
25-4-1603.5 asfollows:

25-4-1603.5. Nonpotentially hazardous food produced in a
homekitchen - registration - inspection. (1) NOTHINGIN THISARTICLE
PROHIBITS, AND SECTIONS25-4-1603T0O 25-4-1613DONOT APPLY TO, THE
PRODUCTION OF NONPOTENTIALLY HAZARDOUSFOOD IN A HOME KITCHEN
FOR SALE DIRECTLY TO CONSUMERS THROUGH TRANSACTIONSTHAT TAKE
PLACE ON THE FOOD PRODUCER'S PROPERTY ORAT A ROADSIDE STAND OR
FARMERS MARKET FOR CONSUMPTION OFF PREMISES.

(2) THE DEPARTMENT ORA COUNTY OR DISTRICT PUBLIC HEALTH

AGENCY MAY REGISTER PERSONS WHO PRODUCE AND SELL
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NONPOTENTIALLY HAZARDOUS FOOD IN A HOME KITCHEN FOR SALE
DIRECTLY TO CONSUMERS FOR CONSUMPTION OFF PREMISES. SUCH
REGISTRATION SHALL BE FOR A PERIOD OF ONE YEARAND FOR A FEE OFNO
MORE THAN ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS PER PERSON PER YEAR. THE
REGISTRATION MUST BE IN THE COUNTY OF RESIDENCE OF THE PERSON
PRODUCING THE NONPOTENTIALLY HAZARDOUS FOOD, ALTHOUGH THE
PERSON MAY SELL THE FOOD IN THE OTHER COUNTIES. A COUNTY OR
DISTRICT PUBLIC HEALTH AGENCY THAT DECLINES TO REGISTER PERSONS
WHO PRODUCE NONPOTENTIALLY HAZARDOUS FOOD IN A HOME KITCHEN
FORSALEDIRECTLY TOCONSUMERSMAY NOT PROHIBIT THE SALE OF SUCH
FOOD FOR CONSUMPTION OFF PREMISES.

(3) A FOOD PRODUCT PRODUCED PURSUANT TO THIS SECTION IS
SUBJECT TO FOOD SAMPLING AND INSPECTION BY THE DEPARTMENT OR A
COUNTY ORDISTRICT PUBLIC HEALTH AGENCY. LOCAL OR STATE HEALTH
AUTHORITIES MAY CONFISCATE, EMBARGO, CONDEMN, OR REMOVE
PRODUCTS IF NECESSARY .

(4) A FOOD PRODUCT PRODUCED PURSUANT TO THISSECTION MAY
NOT BE INFUSED WITH MEDICAL MARIJUANA OR OTHERWISE
ADULTERATED.

(5) (&) A FOOD PRODUCT SOLD PURSUANT TO THIS SECTION MUST
HAVE AN AFFIXED LABEL THAT INCLUDES AT LEAST:

(I) IDENTIFICATION OF THE PRODUCT;

(I1) THE PRODUCER'S NAME, THE ADDRESS AT WHICH THE FOOD
WASPREPARED, AND THE PRODUCER'SCURRENT TELEPHONE NUMBERAND
ELECTRONIC MAIL ADDRESS;

(1) A COMPLETE LIST OF INGREDIENTS, INCLUDING ANY

ALLERGENS; AND

SECTION 3. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
