Effective Date: Upon signature of the Governor, or upon becoming law without his signature. The bill
applies to documents filed on or after July 1, 2010.

Appropriation Summary for FY 2010-2011: None required.

Summary of Legislation

Under current law, the county clerk and recorder's office charges $5 per page to file certain
documents, with an additional $5 per entry fee for documents that require multiple entries in the
grantor or grantee index. HB10-1007 modifies the fee to $10 for the first page of a document and
$5 for each added page. The bill eliminates the additional fee charged for documents requiring
multiple entries in the grantor or grantee index.

L ocal Gover nment I mpact

County governments will experience revenue increases beginning in FY 2010-11, when the
county clerk isauthorized to charge $10 for thefirst page of adocument and $5 for each added page.
Revenue increases have not been determined. New revenue will be partially offset by the repeal of
the $5 per entry fee for documents that require multiple entries. In some counties, the charge for
recording a one-page deed may actually be reduced where multiple grantors and grantees are
involved.
