Effective Date:  The bill was signed into law by the Governor on June 2, 2011, and takes effect
July 1, 2011.

Appropriation Summary for FY 2011-2012:  See State Appropriations section.

Summary of Legislation

This bill requires the Department of Health Care Policy and Financing (DHCPF) to study
issues concerning the integrated delivery of health care.  Integrated services address the mental and
physical health needs of a patient at the same time.  The DHCPF, with input from behavior health
organizations, community mental health centers, and other health care providers, is required to
review existing regulations, reimbursement policies, barriers, and incentives that affect the integrated
delivery of health care.  The study is to be paid for with gifts, grants, and donations, and matching
federal moneys.  DHCPF is required to report its findings to the Joint Budget Committee and
legislative committees.

In addition, the date of a tiered rate study for long-term care in Medicaid, enacted under
House Bill 10-1053, is extended from July 1, 2011, to July 1, 2012.  Under current law, the DHCPF
has an appropriation of $75,000 to conduct this study in FY 2010-11, which will not be expended. 
This bill creates a new appropriation of $75,000 in FY 2011-12.
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State Expenditures

One-time state expenditures will increase by $38,500 for FY 2011-12.  The DHCPF will
require a consultant at a cost of $25,000 to review policies as directed under the bill.  An actuary will
also be required to research and review reimbursement methodologies at a cost of $13,500.  These
costs will be funded by a grant from the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services and matching
federal moneys.

Tiered rate study extension.  This bill creates a new appropriation in FY 2011-12 for the
DHCPF of $75,000, including $37,500 cash funds and $37,500 federal funds.  It should be noted that
the cash funds have been collected as gifts, grants, and donations and matched with federal funds. 
As the existing appropriation for FY 2010-11 will not roll forward, the appropriation granted under
this bill creates spending authority in FY 2011-12 for moneys already secured. 

State Appropriations

For FY 2011-12, the Department of Health Care Policy and Financing is appropriated
$19,250 cash funds and $19,250 federal funds.  The department is also appropriated $75,000,
including $37,500 cash funds and $37,500 federal funds, to complete its tiered rate study.
