Current law permits the occupant of a dwelling to use deadly physical force against another
person who hasunlawfully entered the dwelling if the occupant reasonably believesthat theintruder
iscommitting, has committed, or intendsto commit acrime other than the unlawful entry. Thishill,
which was postponed indefinitely by the Senate State, Veterans, & Military Affairs Committee,
would have added a place of business to the locations that may be defended with deadly physical
force and an owner, manager, or employee of abusinessto the individuals who may defend a place
using deadly physical force.

State Expenditures

Whilethebill might haveincreased thelength and complexity of casesinwhich deadly force
isemployed, such cases are rare. Any increase in the workload of thetrial courts was expected to
be minimal and would not have required additional appropriations.
