Effective Date: The bill was signed into law by the Governor and took effect June 6, 2012.

Appropriation Summary for FY 2012-2013: None required.

Local Government Impact: None.

Summary of Legidation

This bill limits the ability of the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment
(CDPHE) to take enforcement action for minor inspection- or paperwork-related violations related
to storm water discharges. Specifically, CDPHE may not begin action unless it has notified the
violator and the violator failsto cure the violation within areasonable time period to be determined
by the department. The prohibition isin effect through July 1, 2013.

The bill also directs CDPHE to collaborate with the construction industry and other
stakeholders to devel op processesto prevent violations. CDPHE isrequired to make areport to the
Genera Assembly by December 1, 2012, on the results of its collaboration, implementation plans,
and legidlative recommendations.

State Revenue

Overall, thishill could reduce staterevenue credited to the Water Quality Improvement Fund
for FY 2012-13. Any revenue reduction is conditional upon the length of time CDPHE establishes
asthe period in which aviolator may cure an inspection- or paperwork-related violation, aswell as
whether the department and/or violator(s) are able to comply with the requirement of the bill. Itis
not possi bl e to determinethe amount of any reduction in revenue, athough thisanalysisassumesthe
amount would be minimal.
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State Expenditures

Thisbill increases workload for the CDPHE to meet with stakeholders, monitor violations
and enforcement activities to ensure the bill's requirements are met, and to prepare areport for the
General Assembly. These tasks can be accommodated within existing resources and no increasein
appropriationsis required.
